Exporting common AX 2009 Environment Configuration Settings

1. Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The following set of tasks document the procedure for exporting common configuration settings from an AX 2009
environment using the Microsoft Database Publishing Wizard.

Why would you want to export your config settings?

The export file can be used for running in your environment when a data refresh has been done.

So the procedure would be as follows:

e take a copy of the config settings in your non-production environment whose data is to be overwritten

e refresh your non-production environment with data from another environment

e execute the config settings exported prior to the refresh into your non-production environment to replace them
with the correct settings for your non-production environment
